The article substantiates that the contemporary practice of forming and realizing the financial potential of enterprises is
significantly transforming under the influence of the priorities of the circular economy, aimed at reducing the negative impact on the
environment and rationalizing resource use. It is argued that this process in Ukraine and other regions of the world is accompanied
by an increase in investments in waste processing, the development of ecological innovations, and the implementation of digital
technologies, which contribute to enhancing the efficiency of material resource use. It has been proven that such changes allow
enterprises to reduce costs for primary raw materials, optimize production processes, and increase profitability. Between 2018 and
2023, there has been a significant rise in research and development expenditures in the field of circular economy, which has led to the
development of effective approaches to resource management and has enabled enterprises to substantially increase profitability. It is
argued that in regions with developed circular economy infrastructure, such as the European Union, Japan, and the United States,
the financial potential of enterprises has increased due to broader utilization of secondary resources and automation of supply chain
management. In Ukraine, despite positive dynamics, there remains potential for further growth, provided there is an increase in
investments and an expansion of environmentally oriented practices. The forecast for 2024—2026 reasonably indicates the prospect
of further growth in the financial potential of enterprises in Ukraine and other regions of the world through the integration of
digital solutions that will automate resource monitoring and management. It has been substantiated that the implementation of such
technologies will enhance the accuracy of cost planning, reduce production costs, and increase the efficiency of using secondary
materials. It has been proven that Ukraine has the potential to improve the competitiveness of enterprises focused on the circular
economy by increasing resource efficiency and further adapting European sustainable development standards.
